Thiruvananthapuram, Sep 17
(UNI) Kerala has attracted
fresh investment proposals
worth Rs 70,916 crore be-

according to a study by the
MSME Export Promotion
Council (EPC).

Releasing the report on
"Investment, Growth & Devel-
opment in Progressive Ker-
ala," MSME EPC Chairman
Dr. D S Rawat said com-
pleted projects during the pe-
riod were worth Rs 23,728
crore, while Rs 10,780 crore
worth of stalled projects were
revived. Ongoing projects
under various stages of im-
plementation amounted to Rs
3,03,720 crore. The data
were sourced from the Cen-
tre for Monitoring Indian
Economy (CMIE).

In FY 2024-25 alone, new
projects announced were
worth Rs 11,544 crore, with the
private sector contributing Rs
8,119 crore. Completed proj-
ects stood at Rs 2,944 crore,
while revived ones were val-
ued at Rs 867 crore. Highlight-
ing the state's steady progress,
the study noted that Kerala
continues to maintain its status
as one of India's most socially
progressive states, combining
economic expansion with wel-
fare measures.

The report flagged no-
table growth in IT, tourism,
healthcare, education, and
MSMEs, while identifying
green energy, knowledge
economy, and start-ups as
emerging areas.

CBI Court sentences ex-Central
Excise Inspector, trader to
5 years in Rs 32.28 cr fraud case

Visakhapatnam, Sep 17 (UNI) The CBI Court in Visakhapatnam
on Tuesday convicted and sentenced former Central Excise and
Customs Inspector Kalaka Ramdas, private individual Polaki
Janakiram, and M/s Sri Balaji General Trading Company in a Rs

32.28 crore fraud case.

The court awarded five years’ imprisonment to both Ramdas
and Janakiram, along with fines of Rs 1,01,000 and Rs 2,51,000,
respectively. The company, represented by Janakiram, was fined
Rs 2,01,000, bringing the total fine to Rs 5,53,000.

According to the CBI statement issued on Wednesday, the
case was registered in 2005 after Janakiram conspired with Ram-
das to cheat Customs and Excise by impersonating a non-existent
individual, P Kesava Rao. They fraudulently established M/s Sri
Balaji General Trading Company, secured trading licences and
warehousing approvals through forged documents, and procured
duty-free materials which were cleared as deemed exports in vi-
olation of EXIM policy guidelines. This caused a loss of Rs 32.28
crore in excise and customs duties.

Following the investigation, the CBI filed its chargesheet in
2008. After trial, the court convicted the accused, and both Ram-
das and Janakiram were sent to Central Prison, Visakhapatnam.

spired by foreign funding."
These rumors spread so rap-
idly on social media and TV
channels that they created
confusion among the general
public. Later, the Supreme
Court and independent re-
ports clarified that the move-
ment was primarily based on
genuine concerns of farmers.
However, it took months for
the truth to emerge.

(3) COVID-19 and Gov-
ernment Claims - The battle
between lies and truth was
clearly visible during the
COVID-19 pandemic in India.
During the second wave
(2021), the government
stated that there was "no

shortage of oxygen and med-
icines." However, the ground
reality was that people were
dying in hospitals due to lack
of oxygen.False images and
statistics were spread in the
media to protect the govern-
ment's image. The truth later
emerged when international
media and the courts ex-
posed the situation.(4) Na-
tional Security and Rumors -
Narratives related to "Pak-
istan" and "terrorism" in Indian
politics are often built on lies.
Following the 2019 Pulwama
attack and the Balakot
airstrike, and more recently, a
terrorist attack in Pahalgam,
Kashmir, on April 22, 2025, in
which 28 civilians were killed,
numerous false information
was spread. It was only later,
when international reports
and satellite imagery revealed
the truth, that people began to
understand. (5) Recent
events and social media
trolling — Even in 2025, social
media remains the most pow-
erful weapon of fake news in
Indian politics. Recently, sev-
eral false images and videos
related to the Manipur vio-
lence went viral, purportedly
from another country, but
were linked to events in India.
By the time the truth
emerged, widespread tension
had spread in society.

3 of the equation of truth and

lies in international politics, (1)
The Iraqg War of 2003 - The
Greatest Example - The
greatest example of lies in in-
ternational politics is the 2003
Iraq War. The US and Britain
claimed that Saddam Hussein
possessed Weapons of Mass
Destruction (WMDs). This
claim spread rapidly through-
out the world, and war broke
out. Millions were killed, but
the truth was that Iraq did not
possess such weapons.This
truth came to light after the
war had ended, and by then,
the politics of the entire Mid-
dle East had changed.

(3) US
electoral politics and fake
news-“Fake news” was a de-
cisive factor in the 2016 and
2020 US presidential elec-
tions. Russian troll factories
and American extremist or-
ganizations spread false
news, such as“The Pope is
supporting Donald Trump” or
“Joe Biden is involved in cor-
ruption.”  These  stories
reached millions of people on
social media. Fact-checking
organizations later disproved
them, but by then, voters had
already been influenced. (4)
COVID-19 and China-At the
beginning of COVID-19,
China concealed the severity
of the virus from the world. Ini-
tial cases in Wuhan were sup-
pressed and the situation was
claimed to be under control.
This lie misled the entire
world. By the time the truth

emerged that the virus was
spreading rapidly, the pan-
demic had become a global
crisis. (5) Israel-Palestine
conflict-The battle between
lies and truth is witnessed
daily in the region. Both Israel
and Palestine present videos
and images in their favor on
social media. Often, old
videos are made viral by
claiming they are new or
using false captions. By the
time the truth is revealed,
anger and protests have al-
ready grown internationally.
(6) India's Foreign Policy and
Fake Narratives

- India's foreign policy is
also not untouched by this
battle of lies and truth. During
the recent G-20 Summit
(2023, New Delhi), Pakistan
and China claimed that India
"pressured to remove the
Kashmir issue from the inter-
national agenda." This false
news spread in the interna-
tional media. Later, the truth
came out that the focus of the
summit was on economic co-
operation and development,
but by then the narrative had
changed.

So, if we study and ana-
lyze the entire above account,
we will find that this saying is
not just a literary satire but a
harsh political reality. Election
promises, farmers' protests,
and crises like COVID-19
have proven this in Indian na-
tional politics.At the interna-
tional level, the Iraq War, the
Russia-Ukraine conflict, the
US elections, and the COVID-
19 pandemic are global exam-
ples of this. Lies may travel
around the world, but truth al-
ways finds its way, albeit late.
Today's challenge is that
democracy, media, and tech-
nology work together to accel-
erate the journey of truth and
slow down the pace of lies.

Microsoft seizes 338 websites to disrupt
ongoing 'Raccoon0365' phishing service

New Delhi, Sep 17 (UNI)
Microsoft’s Digital
Crimes Unit (DCU) has
disrupted RaccoonO365
the fastest-growing tool
used by cybercriminals
to steal Microsoft 365
usernames and pass-
words  (“credentials”),
said" an official state-
ment.

‘Raccoon0365’ is a
lesser-known threat
group that operates a
Phishing-as-a-Service
(PaaS) model that offers
phishing assets, links and re-
lated tools.

The official statement
said “Using a court order
granted by the Southern Dis-
trict of New York, the DCU
seized 338 websites associ-
ated with the popular serv-
ice, disrupting the
operation’s technical infra-
structure and cutting off crim-

inals' access to victims.”

“Raccoon0365, tracked
by Microsoft as Storm-2246
offers  subscription-based
phishing kits. These let any-
one—even those with techni-
cal skills—steal Microsoft’s
credentials by mimicking of-
ficial Microsoft communica-
tions.” it added.

However, since July 2024
Raccoon0365’s kits have
been used to steal at least

5,000 Microsoft credentials
from 94 countries. While not
all stolen information results
in compromised networks or
fraud due to a variety of se-
curity features employed to
remediate results, these
numbers underscore the
scale of threat and how so-
cial engineering remains a
go-to tactic for cybercrimi-
nals.

Mosquitoes suck- but should we simply get rid of them

Mosquitoes are re-
sponsible for trans-
mitting a wide range of
diseases to humans, includ-
ing malaria, dengue, Zika,
and yellow fever, which Kill
hundreds of thousands of
people each year. It's easy to
see why we would want to get
rid of them entirely. However,
the issue is more complex
than it seems.

Here's a breakdown of the
ecological roles mosquitoes
play and what might happen if
we were to eliminate them:
What purpose do mosqui-
toes serve?

While their role as disease
vectors is undeniable, mos-
quitoes also play a part in the
ecosystem.

* Pollinators: Many people
don't realize that mosqui-

toes are pollinators. Their
primary food source is not
blood, but rather flower
nectar and other plant
juices. As they feed, they
transfer pollen from flower
to flower, helping various
plants to reproduce. Some
specific plants, like the
blunt-leaf orchid, are even
primarily pollinated by
mosquitoes.

Food source: Mosquitoes,
in both their larval and
adult stages, are a signifi-
cant food source for a va-
riety of other animals.
Mosquito larvae are eaten
by fish, turtles, amphib-
ians, and other aquatic in-
sects. Adult mosquitoes
are prey for birds (includ-
ing hummingbirds), bats,
frogs, lizards, dragonflies,

and spiders. In some
ecosystems, particularly in
the Arctic tundra, they form
a massive part of the bio-
mass and are a crucial food
source for migratory birds.
Nutrient cycling: Mosquito
larvae live in stagnant
water and consume de-
caying organic matter,
helping to break down
complex compounds and
recycle nutrients within
aquatic environments.
What would happen if we
got rid of them?

Scientists have debated
this question, and the general
consensus is that a mass ex-
tinction of mosquitoes would
likely not cause an ecological
collapse. However, it wouldn't
be without consequences.

mal is known to feed ex-
clusively on mosquitoes,
their sudden disappear-
ance would create a tem-

porary gap in the food
chain. Predators that rely
on them as a key food
source would have to
adapt their diets, and
some specialized preda-
tors, like the mosquitofish,
could face difficulties. This
could have a ripple effect,
causing a decrease in the
populations of animals
that feed on mosquitoes.
Loss of pollinators: While
other pollinators would
likely fill the void left by
mosquitoes, some plants
that rely on them for polli-
nation could struggle or
even go extinct.

A  "messy" extinction:
There are over 3,500
species of mosquitoes,
and only a fraction of them
(around 200 species) bite

humans. A global eradica-
tion effort would be incred-
ibly difficult and would likely
wipe out many species that
pose no threat to humans
and have important ecolog-
ical roles.
A more targeted approach
The "kill them all" ap-
proach is generally consid-
ered to be both ecologically
risky and practically impossi-
ble. The better strategy, ac-
cording to many scientists, is
to focus on controlling the
specific mosquito species that
transmit diseases to humans.
Researchers are working
on innovative and more tar-
geted methods to combat these
dangerous species, such as:
* Gene editing: Modifying
mosquitoes so they are
unable to transmit dis-

eases or are sterile.
Sterile insect technique:
Releasing sterile male
mosquitoes to reduce the
population.

Biological control: Using
natural predators like fish
that eat mosquito larvae or
bacteria like Wolbachia
that can sterilize mosqui-
toes.

In conclusion, while the
idea of a world without mos-
quitoes is appealing from a
human health perspective, a
complete eradication could
have unforeseen and poten-
tially negative consequences
for the environment. A more
nuanced and targeted ap-
proach that focuses on the
disease-carrying species
seems to be the most prudent
way forward.

Despite the progress,
significant challenges re-
main. Studies consis-
tently show that women
are still underrepresented
in top directing jobs, par-
ticularly on high-budget
films. Films directed by
women often face budg-
etary and box office dis-

parities compared to their
male-directed counter-
parts.

However, the conver-
sation is shifting. The in-
creased visibility of
women directors, coupled
with advocacy efforts and
the rise of streaming plat-
forms, is creating new op-
portunities. Film festivals
and industry awards are
increasingly recognizing
and celebrating the work
of women, and the suc-
cess of films like Greta
Gerwig's Barbie has
demonstrated that fe-
male-directed stories can
be both critically ac-
claimed and commer-
cially triumphant.

By of-
fering alternative gazes,
diversifying narratives,

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Rajiv Aarogyasri:

The coverage under Aaro-
gyasri was increased from %5
lakh to %10 lakh.

So far, 27,601 patients in
the district availed medical
services worth %68.04 crore
under this scheme.

Dialysis treatment is pro-
vided completely free under
Aarogyasri.

Indiramma Housing Scheme:

On March 11, from
Bhadrachalam, the state gov-
ernment launched Indiramma
Housing with an outlay of
%22,500 crore for constructing
4.5 lakh houses.In each con-
stituency, 3,500 houses have
been sanctioned.In the dis-
trict, out of 2,00,586 applica-
tions, 56,380 were found
eligible under L1, and 11,622
houses were allotted. Of
these, 6,599 houses have
been marked and 3,465 base-
ments completed.

Agriculture:

The government is imple-
menting farmer-centric
schemes like Rythu Bharosa,
Farm Loan Waiver, and es-
tablishing an Agriculture Com-
mission.

Rythu Bharosa: Farmers
are provided investment sup-
port of 6,000 per acre for
each season (212,000 annu-
ally). So far, ¥4,640.88 crore
has been deposited into the
accounts of 3.06 lakh farmers.
Farm Loan Waiver:

Loans up to %2 lakh per
family were waived in one go,
benefitting 1.09 lakh farmers
with a total waiver of ¥920.63
crore.

Rythu Bima: Farmers
aged 18-59 are insured. In
case of natural or accidental
death, the family receives %5
lakh. In 2024-25, 1,029 fami-
lies have been paid a total of
¥51.45 crore.

So far, through 234 paddy
procurement centers, 1.80
lakh tons of paddy from
32,283 farmers were pur-
chased at MSP, amounting to
394.08 crore.Additionally, for
fine variety paddy, the govern-
ment paid a bonus of ¥500
per quintal. About 79,022 tons
of fine paddy from 14,757
farmers earned a bonus of
39.51 crore.

Also, 23 new warehouses
are being built with NABARD
assistance at a cost of %63
crore.
